	Energy Efficiency Programs

	Express Solutions
	Pays a fixed dollar incentive on qualified lighting, air-conditioning, refrigeration, food service, and other equipment. Incentives are based on the specific product installed and can cover up to 100% of the measure cost. (formerly named Express Efficiency)

Eligibility: Commercial, industrial, and agricultural accounts with a maximum monthly demand of 500 kW.

	Express Efficiency
	Pays a fixed dollar incentive on qualifying new energy efficient natural gas equipment including water heaters, pipe insulation, steam traps and other equipment that exceed Title 20 & 24 Standards.

	Food Service Equipment Rebates
	Pays a fixed dollar incentive when replacing existing foodservice equipment with eligible products.

	Business Energy Efficiency Program (BEEP)
	Pays a calculated incentive based on actual energy savings from energy efficiency installation. There is a cap of $1 million per project. Requires a pre-inspection to verify existing equipment.

Eligibility: Project must generate annual savings of at least 200,000 therms.

	Customized Solutions
	Pays a calculated incentive based on actual energy savings from energy efficiency installation. Applicants are eligible to receive up to 50% of the cost of each measure type. Requires a pre-inspection to verify existing equipment.  (Formerly named AEEP and SPC)

	Retro-commissioning (RCx)
	Offers an audit of the facility, an analysis of operations and maintenance improvements, and training for building operators. Also pays a calculated incentive based on actual energy savings from the RCx process.
Eligibility: Own or operate a commercial building that has at least 25,000 sq ft of conditioned space, a direct digital control  (DDC) system in place, and central plant mechanical equipment in relatively good condition.

	Direct Install Program
	An SCE contracted energy expert will identify energy saving measures and install up to $10,000 of energy efficient products such as lighting, refrigeration and exit signs.

Eligibility: Maximum monthly demand of 100 kW and not a corporately-owned national franchise.

	This 15 minute online survey will help identify energy saving opportunities for a business.

	0% Financing on loans for energy efficiency improvements. Program available now for gas equipment and June 2010 for electrical upgrades.

Eligibility: Must also qualify under another utility energy efficiency program to apply.

	A/C Quality
	Helps building owners address A/C systems as a money saving investment by providing program services to maintain system operating efficiency and equipment life. Program includes assistance with A/C equipment maintenance and installation. 
Eligibility: Must be commercial customer, use A/C Quality trained contractor, system must be less than 63.3 tons (760 k BTU/h) and in working condition.

	Savings By Design
	Encourages high-performance non-residential building design and construction by offering design assistance, owner incentives, design team incentives and energy design resources. Incentives are earned when the building is designed 10% better than Title 24 Energy Efficiency Standards.
Eligibility: Building design changes are feasible and defined as new construction.

	Eligibility: For large industrial customers that achieve over one million of annual kWh savings through energy efficiency installations.

	Demand Response Programs

	Agricultural and Pumping Interruptible Program (AP-I)
	Provides a year-round monthly bill credit to customers who are willing to interrupt power usage at SCE's request.
Eligibility: Agricultural and pumping customers who register 37 kW or greater of maximum demand, or have 50 horsepower or greater of connected load.

	Real-Time Pricing (RTP-2)
	This rate benefits customers with the flexibility to shift or reduce energy usage based on to times when temperatures (and electricity prices) are lower. Customers are billed hourly electricity prices that vary based on the time of day, season and temperature.
Eligibility: Customers with a maximum demand greater than 500 kW.

	Pumping and Agricultural Real-Time Pricing (PA-RTP)
	This rate is benefits customers with the flexibility to shift or reduce energy usage to times when temperatures (and electricity prices) are lower. 
Eligibility: All bundled service agricultural and water pumping customers that do not exceed a  500 kW demand.

	Automated Demand Response (Auto-DR)
	Program enables eligible SCE customers to participate in SCE Demand Response programs by reducing electricity usage during periods of peak demand without manual intervention. SCE will reimburse for purchase and installation of equipment to temporarily reduce load, up to $300/kW. If you do not already have an EMS, the TA/TI program can help offset these costs.

Eligibility: Must enroll in either Critical Peak Pricing program or Demand Bidding program.

	Capacity Bidding Program (CBP)
	Participants make monthly nominations and receive incentive payments based on the amount of load (capacity) reduction nominated each month, plus payments for actual energy reduction, based on kilowatt hours (kWh), when an event is called.
Eligibility: Bundled service, Direct Access or Community Choice Aggregation Customer, Demand Response Aggregator, not participating in any other Demand Response program except OBMC

	Critical Peak Pricing (CPP)
	The CPP rate offers a discount on monthly on-peak demand charges during the summer months. SCE will activate CPP “events”, during which energy charges will rise significantly. However, participant can reduce or reschedule usage to lower-demand times of the day during these events; the CPP rate may help lower your electric bill. There are 9-15 events/year.

Eligibility: Bundled service customers with a demand over 200kW.

	Demand Response Contracts (DRC)
	Customers enter into individual contractual arrangements with DRAs, who can tailor programs to meet customers’ own situations. DRAs compensate customers under terms of the jointly established contract.

	Time of Use Base Interruptible Program (TOU-BIP) 
	NEW ENROLLMENTS PLACED ON WAITLIST

Customers must commit to reducing at least 15 percent of their maximum demand, which cannot be less than 100 kW. Customers must select a firm service level. The customer is required to reduce its electrical usage to this specified firm service level within 15 or 30 minutes of being notified of an interruption event. Customers receive a monthly credit based on the difference between their average peak period demand for each month and their selected firm service level.
Eligibility: Bundled service, Direct Access or Community Choice Aggregation Customer who has at least one service account with a demand of 200 kW or greater.

	Demand Bidding Program
	Offers bill credits for voluntarily reducing power when a DBP event is called with day-ahead notification. There are no penalties for this program.

Eligibility: Bundled service, Direct Access or Community Choice Aggregation Customer who has at least one service account with a demand of 200 kW or greater.

	Summer Discount Plan
	Provides participating residential and business customers a simple way to save money during the summer season (June 1st to October 1st). There are several programs with a variety of options to choose from to fit customer’s needs.

	Technical Assistance and Technology Incentives Program (TA/TI)
	A two part program to help identify load reduction opportunities & participate in Demand Response.
1. Technical Assistance (TA): Provides engineering evaluations (audit) that identifies Demand Response opportunities 
2. Technology Incentives (TI): Provides reimbursement for installing equipment that allows for participation in Demand Response
Eligibility: Registered demand of 200 kW or greater.

	Scheduled Load Reduction Program (SLRP)
	Provides a bill credit per kWh of qualified load drop to bundled service customers who agree to reduce load by a pre-determined amount on pre-selected weekdays and summer season hours (June 1 through September 30). Customers with an average monthly demand of 100 kW or greater must commit to curtail at least 15% of their maximum demand, but not less than 100 kW for each hour during pre-scheduled days and times.

	Permanent Load Shifting (PLS)
	Program assists participant with resources to acquire PLS enabling technologies to reduce energy bills by shifting load from peak time periods when rates are higher to mid- and off-peak periods when rates are lower.  
Eligibility: SCE business customers, as determined by the PLS contractor

	Optional Binding Mandatory Curtailment Program (OBMC)
	Exempts participant from rotating outages in exchange for partial power reductions from facility’s entire circuit over a longer period. Specifically, participant must reduce power on your entire circuit by up to 15% during the entire duration of every rotating outage event.

	Renewable Energy Programs

	Self Generation Incentive Program
	Offers cash incentive from $0.60 - $4.50 per watt for installing qualifying electricity generating equipment. 

Eligibility: SCE customer with a demand of 30 kilowatts (kW) or more.

	Rate Option R (Renewable)
	Time-of-use rate with no on-peak or mid-peak demand charges for customers with installed renewable energy generation systems. 

Eligibility: Non-residential customers with demands greater than 20 kW and less than 4 MW, have installed renewable generation systems, and are currently on GS-2, TOU-GS-3 or TOU-8. Limited to 150 MW territory-wide.

	California Solar Initiative (CSI)
	Program offers a cash incentive for solar PV installations. Incentives vary for residential, commercial and government or non-profit solar consumers. The two incentive payment types are:


Expected Performance-Based Buy-Down ( EPBB)

In 2008-9, systems smaller than 50kW receive a one-time, up-front incentive based on expected performance, and calculated by equipment ratings and installation factors. EPBB payments are provided on a $ per watt basis. EPBB is available for systems under 30 KW after 2010. Systems eligible for EPBB can choose to opt-in to the PBI system described below.
 
Performance Based Incentive (PBI)
In 2010  systems over 30 kW must be on PBI. Any sized system can elect to take PBI. The PBI pays out an incentive, based on kWh production, over five years. PBI payments are provided on a $ per kilowatt-hour basis. 
Eligibility: Customer has roof or ground space with unobstructed sunlight from 11 a.m. to 6 p.m.

	California Solar Initiative-Thermal Program
	Available July 1, 2010 for commercial customers

Offers up-front incentives for customers who install solar water heating systems.

	Solar Rooftop Program
	SCE incurs the installation costs and leases rooftop space from building owners. Program will cover 100-150 large commercial rooftops (65 million sq ft) with 250 megawatts of Solar PV.

Eligibility: Building must be greater than 300,000 sq ft for at least a one MW installation. Roof must be in good condition and less than 8 years old.

	Emerging Renewable Program
	Offered through the California Energy Commission. Pays cash rebates on eligible grid-connected small wind and fuel cell renewable energy electric-generating systems. 

Eligibility: Demand less than 30 kW.
